The question “Butoh - what is it?” came first. None of the initiators had
expected in 1995 that it will be continued for so many years. Today Butoh
Festival has become an exchange project for Butoh and contemporary dance
in which the Japanese modern dance has kept its firm anchorage.

eX...it'95

was a stocktaking of European Butoh dance scene. Dancers from different
European countries who had been influenced in its work by Butoh
professionals in a 14-day workshop together with the workshop participants
choreographies, which showed what the meaning of European Butoh is.

eX...it'"99

extended the invitation concept for the choreographers, by inviting Japanese
dancers and choreographers in order to achieve a direct confrontation
between Western and Japanese Butoh tradition. For the symposium six
scientists and dance critics were invited to speak about general questions of
Butoh and the mutual reception of the cultures of East and West.

eX...it'03

opened the invitation concept for the choreographers further and focused on
the encounter between the contemporary, modern dance and Butoh.

eX...it'"07

kept the theme: exchange between contemporary, modern dance and Butoh.
Japanese choreographers were invited who had created a very unique dance
style during their own development and multicultural influences. Four each,
which have been dedicated to Butoh and four which had completed a trainee
program in contemporary and modern dance.
